College
students especially those majoring in education are encouraged to contact either Mr. Peroulas or one of
the teachers.

Pre-School

Mission Statement: Holy Trinity Preschool, as a ministry of the Church, will celebrate rich tradition of
the Greek Orthodox Faith and Hellenic civilization, while encouraging children to grow socially,
physically, emotionally, cognitively, spiritually, and creatively to meet the future with a firm foundation
in their Faith and heritage.

The Holy Trinity Preschool will serve students ranging in ages from 18 months to early 5 (Pre-K). The
Preschool is a half-day program utilizing four (4) classrooms in the basement of the Hellenic Center.

Hours of Operation: Classes will be conducted from 9:15 am until 1:15 pm Monday through Friday.
Weekly Schedule:

e 2 days a week for Toddlers (18 months — 23 months) class

e 2 days a week for two (2) year old class

e Mondays, Wednesdays, & Fridays for three (3) year old class

e Monday through Friday for four (4) and five (5) year old classes

Classes are formed according to the age of the child as of October 15th of that year with the exception
of the Toddler class. If there are still openings in the toddler class after your child is 18 months old, then
we will gladly accept your toddler into this class.

e Toddler’s 2 days/week $145/month (must be 18 months old by Oct. 16th to register now)
e 2 yearolds 2 days/week $145/month (must turn 2 by Oct. 16th)
e 3 yearolds 3 days/week $200/month (must turn 3 by Oct. 16th)
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e 4/5vyear olds 5 days/week $290/month (must turn 4 by Oct. 16th)

Tuition for Non-Members:
e Toddler’s 2 days/week $175/month (must be 18 months old by Oct. 16th to register now)
2 year olds 2 days/week $175/month (must turn 2 by Oct. 16th)
3 year olds 3 days/week $230/month (must turn 3 by Oct. 16th)
4/5 year olds 5 days/week $320/month (must turn 4 by Oct. 16th)
